Indiana has service standards (available on our website) and contractors who provide Intensive Family Presrvation Services (Homebuilder's Model) and Intensive Family Reunificiation Services).  We refer to those agencies when safety can be secured but there is still imminent risk of removal, or if the child is transitioning out of congregate care.  We don't really have specific curriculum about this, just agency referral guidelines.  We have entered into a contract withThe Institute for Family Development to provide training to both our staff and provider staff.
