	Newborn Policy-  Ms. X gave birth to a baby girl (Destiny) on 4/16/09.  

Ms. X has two children in foster care with Children’s Aid Society.  The children were removed because Child Jose sustained multiple bruises on his body, black eyes and a fractured right leg.  

Joshua was born and removed on 10/21/07 due to Jose being in foster care and it would have been unsafe to return a newborn and Ms. X experiencing mental health issues / concerns (Personality Disorder). This is the second child born to this mother while she has children already in care.


Safety concerns:                                                 
	Ms. X gave birth to a baby on 4/16/09 and she presently has two children in care (Alert 14).  There is a fair presumption that infants would be unsafe in the care of their mother at this time.  

Ms. X’ older child / children were removed due to abuse in 2007 after Jose sustained multiple bruises.

Ms. X needs to engage in individual psychotherapy (Personality Disorder). There is no indication of any improvement of her condition which would support infant will be safe in her care.
Ms. X receives biweekly supervised visits with the children in care due to safety concern around her interaction with children.  

Ms. X was seen and was involved with the man she was in a D.V. situation and it is believed this pose a possible threat to the infant).

TPR has been filed for Ms. X’s oldest son since the children have been placed.  Since the children have been placed, Ms. X’s judgment and insight has remained impaired.
