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Child Welfare: CFSR Data





An individual measure is a specific statement that addresses a desired outcome within a given composite (for example, the percentage of reunifications occurring in less than 12 months).


A component is operationally defined as a primary part of a composite that may include one or more measures.


•	A composite is operationally defined as a single number that combines several measures to express overall performance. Common examples of a composite are Kids Count and SAT or ACT scores.


•	CFSR Composites incorporate State performance on multiple permanency-related individual measures. The scores range from 50 to 150.  A higher composite score indicates better performance.
